It was during an end of season
drink that | finally got to sit down
with Sean Wight and find out more
about his story. As a sport junky |
had watched him set the AFL
world alight during a stellar 150
game career with Melbourne Foot-
ball Club. | watched first hand as
he matched the great Gary Ablett
Snr for athleticism, racing out of
the backline, jumping over other
supreme  athletes,
tackling, harassing,
competing. He
would have been a
nightmare to play
on.

We first saw
Sean a Moreland as
he visited with the
new Carlton Soccer
Club for a practice
match. Such was his
prowess and confi-
dence that he
thought he'd give
National League a
go despite his age,
his taxed body and
three knee recon-
structions. Are you
starting to get the
picture about the man?

George Cotsanis tells me it
was the biggest bath he ever got.
‘EVER’ he stresses. This brute of a
bloke only knew one way forward
and that was full steam ahead. To
the tricky little winger that was
disconcerting.

Sean mustn't have made the
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cut because soon after he walked
into Campbell Reserve with his bag
and asked for a chance. As told in
the clubrooms last week we were
rehearsing a ‘zone defence’ when
defending corners. Current
club coach and left foot extraordi-
naire Moe Bisetto was knocking
them in. | threw Sean a bib and
asked him to be an attacker as
‘another body wouldn’t hurt”.
Time after time Sean rose

above al our ‘big men' like a
leaping salmon, arching his back
and meeting the ball with the tim-
ing of a Swiss watch. Bottom
corner, top corner, goal, goal, goal!
This is a true and accurate account
of what happened. Sheepishly |
caled a halt to the drill and to the
embarrassment of our zone and our
defenders. Secretly | loved it!

A younger “Wardy” in his
prime (just after WW1) would
jump above mere mortals for Mel-
bourne Hungaria. | was interested
when he told me that even he
would politely get out of the way
when he heard the words “SEAN’S
BALL’. Now that’s acompliment.
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Sean was raw in many ways.
The sophistication of his ‘rea
football’ skills had perhaps dimin-
ished as aresult of his career in our
indigenous game. But my God he
was a competitor. He was a colos-
sus, an example of sportsmanship
and team principles. And then he
continued to improve, to contribute
to our great club, playing in the
firsts and being a fine example of a
“Moreland Player”.

Having
been privileged to
hear Sean’s story |
never thought it
would end like this.
Nor did his family.

The recent
visit to MCFC by his
mother Peggy and
his Sister Fiona and
her children was a
sad event. Organised
by Dianne Lynch,
who has done a
mighty job support-
ing the family, they
wanted to see Sean’s
other football home.

We were
honoured to have
them with us. Born
in  Glasgow, re-

cruited from Ireland, a legend in
Australia. Sean Wight will always
be part of the Moreland family.
